Replace the instructions below for your abstract’s TEXT after having studied them carefully!

1. Your abstract must be prepared in English.
2. All abstract details, including the abstract title, author, co-authors, institution, country etc. have to be filled out in the required fields of the on-line abstract submission form. Therefore, do not include any of this information in this abstract word document. Only include your abstract text.
3. To ensure that article referees or peer reviewers do not know your identity (as author[s] of the abstract being reviewed), you will need to make sure that you remove any information in this abstract file (including footnotes and acknowledgments) that could identify you, and disguise all references to personally identifiable information such as the research institution where your work was carried out. Also exclude references to grants awarded to named persons, refer to your own references in the third person, and check that all identifiers/properties have been removed from electronic files, etc. before uploading your abstract file.
4. Only use this font, which is Times New Roman, font size 10.

5. Your abstract word count should not exceed 500 words.

6. Structure of your abstract: 
· Introduction: Describe the background supporting the relevance of the research question

· Objective: State the purpose of the study or investigation 

· Methods: State details on study subjects, techniques,  and/or observational/ analytical methods.

· Results: Include your main findings, noting statistically significant data.

· Conclusions: Summarize principal conclusions, emphasizing new and important aspects.

7. Take a new line for each new paragraph;

8. Type the text single-spaced with no indentations.

9. Do not include non-standard symbols or fonts other than Times New Roman, as it will not be recognized on setting up the printing matter and it will be displayed wrongly.

10. Use standard abbreviations. Place unusual abbreviations between brackets (…) after the first appearance of the word.
11. Make sure to include any images, graphs, illustrations, tables etc. in this word file before uploading the final file into the abstract system. Inserted image files should be high resolution files, minimum 150 dpi but 300dpi or more is recommended. Low resolution image files may be removed before publication if quality is not found to be sufficient. When inserted, the abstract text including inserted images/graphs etc. should not exceed more than 1 page of this document. If your abstract exceeds 1 page, images/tables may be reduced in size and/or removed. 
12. References: only include citations, maximum 3, and include them in total word count. NO AUTHOR NAMES, INSTITUTIONS OR ARTICLE TITLES may be included as references.

13. Acknowledgement: If you do not follow up these instructions your abstract may be declined.
